· All competitors do kata of their own choice (SHITEI kata) in both rounds (qualification and final)

· 8 or 4 competitors in kata go to final 

· Qualification for groups: (A1,A2, B1, C1, D1, E1, F1, G1, H1, I1, J1) perform HEIAN kata of their own choice (SHITEI kata) in the first round.

· Qualification for groups: (B2, C2, D2, E2, F2, G2, H2, I2, J2) perform kata: BASSAI-DAI, YION, EMPI, KANKU-DAI or HEIAN kata of their own choice (SHITEI kata) in the first round.

· Final part for groups: (A1, A2, B1, C1, D1, E1, F1, G1, H1, I1, J1) in final they perform HEIAN kata or BASSAI-DAI, YION, EMPI, KANKU-DAI of their own choice – SHITEI kata according to the belt level. 

· Final part for groups: (B2, C2, D2, E2, F2, G2, H2, I2, J2) in final they perform any kata – TOKUI kata according to belt level. 

· In each round competitor must perform different kata, except white and yellow belts (9. and 8. KYU) – these lower levels can perform the same kata in qualification and in final part.

· The sum of points from both rounds (qualification + final) gives the winner.

· If there are not enough competitors in one group, groups can be joined. 

· Competitors of certain age can perform in two age groups.

P – ABSOLUTE CATEGORY

· Competitor of certain age can perform in two age groups. 

· If there are not enough competitors in one group, groups can be joined. Or if there are 3, they have kumite each with each. 

· Kumite lasts 2 minutes - IPPON-HAN-SHOBU (3 Wazaris or 1 Ippon and 1 Wazari), there are maximal 2 extensions. All positive and negative points are taken to the first extension. The second extension starts from 0. If there is draw at the end of second extension, referees must decide the winner.  

· All competitors in kumite must wear teeth protectors, men genital protection, women brest protection. All other protection gear is not allowed.

· There is a fight for 3rd and 4th place. 

· Competition in kata and kumite will pass according to S.K.I.F. and S.K.I. Slovenia referee rules. 

OTHER INFORMATION:

· The referees will be appointed by S.K.I. Federation of Slovenia. Every club team from other country can bring their own referee, but he/she must have S.K.I.F. licence. President of Referee committee of S.K.I. Slovenia will then decide which referee will judge on the competition. Referees must have uniform.

· The number of competitors in kata and kumite is not limited.

· Competitors compete on their own responsibility. We recommend to all individuals and clubs/teams to get a medical insurance and a medical examination for their competitors.

· The draw will pass according to alphabetical order of the name of the club after the dead line for application
