-  Groups: H2, I2 – BASSAI-DAI, JION, EMPI, KANKU-DAI – SHITEI kata

-  Groups: J1, J2, J3 – TOKUI kata according to belt level.

KOHAKU SYSTEM – until the best 4 – finalists. 

In finals all groups perform TOKUI kata, even if the competitor performed it in KOHAKU SYSTEM.

Groups can be joined in case of small number of competitors.

· Groups can be joined in case of small number of competitors, in case of 3 competitors each fights each. 

· 2 minutes - IPPON-HAN-SHOBU (3 wazaries, 1 ippon 1 wazari, 2 ippons), maximum 2 extensions. All points go into the first extension, the second starts with zero, after the second the referees have to decide the winner.

· Protectors – obligatory: gum protectors and white gloves S.K.I.F. standard; men genital protectors, women chest protectors. Any other protection gear is not allowed.

· Cup system, no repasage, fight for the 3rd place. 

· The competition in kata and kumite is organized according to S.K.I.F. in S.K.I. Slovenia rules.

OTHER INFORMATION:

· S.K.I. Slovenia appoints the referees and judges. All teams from other countries can appoint a referee/judge, who has to have SKIF license. Chief referee makes the final appointment of the referees and judges, all must wear uniforms.  

· The number of competitors is not limited. Everybody participates on their own responsibility. We recommend medical insurance and medical examination.
